SUMMARY: 

On Feb. 8, 2024, just before 4 a.m., Livermore Police received a report of a 27-year-old man assaulting two 

adults inside a home on Woodrose Way. 

 

When police arrived, the suspect barricaded himself in an upstairs bedroom. The two victims were taken to an 

area hospital with non-life-threatening injuries.  

 

With help from the East County Tactical Team, around 8 a.m., the suspect was taken into custody. He will be 

transported to Santa Rita Jail. 

 

Livermore Police’s Criminal Investigations Bureau has taken over the investigation.  

 

The suspect is facing two counts of assault with a deadly weapon and resisting arrest. The case will be turned
